PEACOCK BASS

The peacock bass is not only the most 
beautiful of all fresh water fish but also 
one of the strongest and most acrobatic 
fish in the world. The peacock bass exists 
throughout South America and even some 
in Florida with the introduction of stockings 
approximately 15 years ago. However, the 
largest species of peacock bass are native to 
the Amazon Basin in Brazil and your chance 
of landing a trophy peacock in excess of 

20 pounds are 
greater in the 
Amazon than 
anywhere else in 
the world. The 
current IGFA all 
tackle record 
peacock bass is 
27 pounds and 
was caught in 
1994 from the 
black water re-

gion of the 
Rio Negro 
in Brazil. This 
area is one 
of several 
that Exotic 
Outdoor Ad-
ventures and 
it’s clients 
fish each year. 

The peacock bass is so powerful that they 
can break the strongest of braided lines up 
to 80lbs test and rip hooks from 7” long 

topwater 
plugs. They 
can straight-
en 4.0 size 
saltwater 
hooks as 
well as strip 

line with ease from a reel with the drag 
tightened all the way down. These fish are 
also extremely fast. When they zero in on 
their prey, it’s OVER. Bait fish nor artificial 
lures can escape this mighty beast. 

Most anglers 
prefer the use 
of large pro-
pelled top-
water lures 
when fishing 
for the pea-

cock bass. 
That’s good 
because it’s 
the very 
best for 
attract-
ing these 
vicious fish. The peacock is territorial by 
nature and when a loud propelled topwa-
ter plug intrudes, they come crashing on it. 
There’s not a topwater strike that compares 
to that of the peacock bass blasting on the 

surface. The explo-
sion cannot be de-
scribed in words as 
your ears will ring, 
water thrown up 
to 10’ in the air and 
you will at that mo-
ment realize that 
isn’t your normal 
“bass” that you’ve 
been accustomed 

to catching back home. The thrill of hooking 
up with these monster fish is like no other 
when it comes to fishing and the electrifying 
strikes and aerial acrobatics have to be ex-
perienced to 
be believed.

The immen-
sity of the 
Amazon Basin 
shows itself 

as soon as you 
leave Manaus. 
The Amazon is 
the largest river 
in the world and 
has 10 tributar-
ies larger than 
the Mississippi. Unbroken rain forest seems 
to stretch forever as you leave civilization 
behind and enter a world unlike any you 
have ever experienced: Screaming howler 
monkeys and rainbow-colored macaws; si-
lent, watchful jaguars and dozing iguanas; and 
dolphins that live in freshwater. You may not 
see them all but they will certainly see you.
